Water: The Council has received many positive compliments on the painting of the water tower. Both St. Mary’s and
The Growing Patch have had their water tested and both are in compliance with DEQ standards, testing well below
contaminant thresholds. DPW Supervisor Jim Bierstetel shared with the Council the Village’s water testing process
which is conducted on a regularly scheduled basis. All tested areas are in compliance with the DEQ standards.

Sewer: There continues to be sewer plugging issues in the northwest section of the Village. Household grease and certain
paper products continue to cause the problem. Letters will be mailed to residents of the area reminding them of the
negative effect these items have on our system. Residents are reminded NEVER to dispose of such items in the sewer
system.

Financial: Motion to approve all invoices paid during the month of March for all funds was made by Member
Krzeminski. Member Fandel seconded. Motion carried.
