A Legend - Mary Bengel (1885-1972)

Mary grew up on a farm in Westphalia, a sister of my grandfather, Bernard Simon. On December 19,
1912 she married John T. Bengel, son of Bernard Bengel and Emma Pung.

In 1924, John built the Ford Sales and Garage, one block south of Main St. Mary helped out in the
garage as needed.

In their early marriage, she worked part-time in the millinery store operated by Schuler’s of Portland.
This was in the front room on the second floor of the Snitgen Store. They sold ladies hats, gloves,
scarves, and purses. Mom bought a small green bonnet there for me when I was a little girl. John and
Mary lived in the house next to Schafer’s Restaurant.

During some summers Mary and another lady chaperoned six or eight teenaged girls at Crystal Lake
for a week or so. That was fun. She took me and Shirley Droste along once or twice. There was
swimming, boating, roller skating and on weekends, dancing to “big name bands” at the Crystal
Palladium.

When Rita Witgen and Aggie Stump were in grade school, Mary made each of them a new coat.

When I was in high school, I did Mary’s hair. She was very proud and did not want anyone to know
her age. My mother and Mary belonged to a card group who planned to surprise her on her birthday,
but the plan backfired. The ladies parked in front of her house and knocked on the door. When she
opened the door and saw them, she closed the door as mother and the group stood dumbfounded. As
a result, they partied at Mom’s without Mary.

John and Mary rented a room upstairs in their home to several people. A couple of recognizable figures
were Leo Gross and Bob Trierweiler, the Westphalia Postmaster.

Meantime, Mary started cooking for weddings. Soon everyone who needed a cook planned on her for
sure. Behind the hall, there was a small shed which housed a large, black kettle. Roast beef was
browned and cooked on the kettle for hours at a time. Mmmm, so good! She also baked the best lemon
pies ever. What a cook she was! Other ladies helped her too. In those years, china dishes and
silverware were always used so young girls had to wash dishes.

At our wedding, Mary came to our home early to prepare dinner for the bridal party and our families.
We were married at 8:00 a.m. and had a chicken dinner, biscuits, dressing and fresh lemon pie for
lunch. Then she went to the hall to prepare the wedding meal for our guests at 5:00 p.m. What a
woman!! Our mothers worked hard as well as did several othg '
success and memorable.

Mary was a worker with a smile and we loved
her. After John passed, we included her at our
Easter and Christmas family dinners. We
always enjoyed her company.
